Most English case law is deliberately omitted, however, a few English cases are included if they are of fundamental importance, of particular importance in NI, or differ from NI case law. 

Having opened the source, the best way to find statutes etc is to click on ‘Search’ at above left of screen and then in the Advanced Search window, type in the text to be searched for.

PLEASE NOTE that at this stage the work does not have complete internal hyperlinks. These will be added in due course.

GEN MATERIAL which is the bedrock of the work. It cross-references by hyperlink to material which is in the other fields.

All Westminster Acts which apply to NI in any way, though not necessarily the full text thereof.   

CRIM MATERIAL which contains 

law relevant to criminal law and procedure in Files arranged by subject-matter
With a view to amalgamating this material into the GEN MATERIAL Files, the primary legislation (UK Acts and NI Acts and NI Orders) are now put in the appropriate file in GEN MATERIAL. Only the titles and subject headings of those Acts and Orders remain in CRIM MATERIAL with cross-reference to their place in the GEN MATERIAL file
SUBORDINATE LEGISLATION which contains  

virtually all the Statutory Rules and Orders of Northern Ireland (SRs) and important Statutory Instruments of UK (SIs)

Some SRs and SIs, which are regarded as being in the nature of rules of procedure for courts and tribunals are contained in Files in GEN MATERIAL; if so there is a cross-reference to them in the Subordinate Legislation files. Some SRs and SIs which concern criminal law and procedure are contained in Files in CRIM MATERIAL; if so there is a cross-reference to them in the Subordinate Legislation files.

There are also separate files on important legislation which has been repealed but whose provisions may still be relevant to the facts of a particular case, e.g. pre-2009 Sex offences in CRIM MATERIAL
In the subject-matter files in GEN MATERIAL, the statutory materials and cases can be read in  conjunction with in Halsbury’s Laws of England in book form or on the lexisnexis website, thus comparing English law, which in many areas is similar or the same as Northern Ireland.  Readers should beware that the law of England is different in many subjects, notably land law, criminal and civil procedure. Under the major headings on subject-matter of law, there are sub-headings which largely conform to headings in the appropriate volume of Halsbury’s Laws.
Statutes etc not yet in force 
All statutes, even those not yet in force, are placed in the appropriate statute file, with a clear indication of what parts are not yet in force.  A File Legislation in force at specified future date.doc, contains statutory and other provisions which come into force at a future date which is specified

EU Exit legislation 
The EU Exit files list the EU Exit secondary legislation and its effect on retained EU legislation. The modifications that they make to domestic legislation have been noted and incorporated in the respective provisions of the relevant domestic legislation. This notifications and incorporations include changes may by EU Exit secondary legislation in SIs and SRs (NI) passed after 1 January 2021 which come into force after that date

By the European Union (Withdrawal Agreement) Act 2020 (c.1) Sch.5, any provision in this subordinate legislation made before exit day which provides, by reference to exit day (however expressed), for all or part of that or any other subordinate legislation to come into force immediately before exit day, on exit day or at any time after exit day is to be read instead as providing for the subordinate legislation or (as the case may be) the part to come into force immediately before IP completion day, on IP completion day [11pm GMT on 31 Dec 2020] or (as the case may be) at the time concerned after IP completion day.

This set of files contains virtually the entire statutory and case law of Northern Ireland. At this stage the comprehensive case law annotations only go back as far as 1991 with NI cases reported in the Irish reports 1921-1925 and the Northern Ireland Law reports 1925 to date, but will go back further in future versions.

The online platform will keep the text up to date.

Whilst every effort has been made to exclude cases which have been overruled, disapproved or made irrelevant by statutory changes, readers should not always assume that  a ruling made in a case represents the current legal position.

The Files on Statutory Instruments contain those which are of particular importance for Northern Ireland, and complete coverage of certain aspects, such as consumer protection, consumer credit and commercial law. So far as possible all SIs which relate exclusively to Northern Ireland are included.
Where the symbol ?? appears, this means that there is some point or query about the text yet to be resolved. For example “[in force on ??] or [am. from ??] means that the provision or the amendment of it is not yet in force as far as the author knows. 

The online version is up-to-date so far as reasonably practicable on materials available at the date published. 

Please note that whilst legislation is almost completely up to date on the date of publication, there is a time lapse of some months in incorporating case law judgments. Statute law is usually as stated in the published material up to a few weeks before the date of each new version of this work. Case law will be as published in the Law Reports to date. As regard judgments as yet unreported in the Law Reports, there will be a time lag of about six months, especially in decisions at first instance, as they may be subject to appeal. An effort will be made to include more up-to-date decisions of the Court of Appeal and Supreme Court. 

The author has sought to include at relevant points a note of all decisions of Northern Ireland Courts and the House of Lords/Supreme Court on appeal therefrom. At the moment  this includes all such decisions since 1994 and all NI cases reported in the official Law Reports from the inception of the State in 1921, omitting those which appear to be overruled, obsolete or no longer authorative. Many older decisions are made under statutes which have been repealed and their purport is described in the context of the equivalent statute that is now in force.  

It cannot be guaranteed that the law is exactly stated as it is on that date, because of possible delay in the publishing on the internet of very recent legislation. 

In order to keep the text as clear as possible, the source of amendments is only noted where it seems helpful to do so. The source of all amendment to NI statutes to Dec 2005 can be found in the Cumulative Supplement to Statutes Revised (NI) 1981 and the government internet sites (see legislation.gov.uk), to UK Acts in Halsbury’s Statutes (‘HalsbyStats’) and the other platforms in this Lexis-Nexis Butterworths internet site, or the Chronological Table of Statutes in NI. Source of important amendments made since 2011 is usually given. The date of coming into force of statute and the date from which a statute is amended or repealed is given where it is within the last few years or where it seems otherwise important (e.g. in the area of land law and wills). The source of all amendments to SRs and SIs is given as there is no other easily read published record thereof

All legislation is printed with all amendments thereto in force to the advertised date on the CD. All Acts, Orders Regulations, Rules etc are set out with all amendments and changes to date incorporated in the amended provision. Provisions, in so far as they are in force, which amend or repeal previous legislation, are not set out in full, because the amended text is placed in the amended provision Where there is a prospective amendment or replacement of a statutory provision which appears not yet to be in force, I have set out the statute in its original form and the amending provisions are found in the amending statute. Thus for example, if s.10 of an Act of 2005 amends s.5 of an Act of 1996, the text of the amending provision will be found in s.10 of the 2005 Act, not in s.5 of the 1996 Act until s.10 of the 2005 Act is brought into force.

Provisions in a statute which apply only to England or Scotland are omitted.

Indirect amendments (i.e. where a statute has the effect of changing the effect of a large number of previous provisions without specifying each individually) are indicated by putting the changed words in square brackets. So also where old rules are operating under a new statute and there has been no express amendment to the rules updating the references to the statute, the author has updated them. Also the current officer or minister who exercises powers under older statutes is indicated, so far as the author can ascertain. 

By virtue of the Interpretation Acts, where a statute is repealed and replaced, any reference to the repealed statute is impliedly amended by substitution of reference to the replacing statute and any rules or regulations made under it are impliedly deemed to continue to operate under the replacing statute. Every effort has been made in this work to identify and set out these modifications, using square brackets to indicate the implied amendment. 

Note that in titles of Acts they are Acts of the UK Parliament unless the words ‘(Ireland)’ or ‘(Northern Ireland)’ appear after the word “Act”.
